PROMPT
Writers often reveal the values of a society by portraying characters who are alienated○ from that society because of gender, race, class, or belief. 

Choose a character from your summer reading book, and describe how that character reveals the assumptions or moral values of his or her society

○ alienation: feeling or condition of being isolated from a group or society

Read The Picture of Dorian Gray by Oscar Wilde, be prepared to discuss it in class, AND complete the following note-taking and writing assignments.

1.	Take handwritten, two-column notes (approximately 50) from throughout the entire text (beginning, middle, and end) for The Picture of Dorian Gray with details in direct-quote form with page number in the left column and perceptive commentary in the right column. See note-taking handout and rubric for more direction.  Entries will be graded on quality and quantity and will count as a quiz grade.
	
2.	Write a 2-3 page essay (typed, double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point font) on The Picture of Dorian Gray responding to the prompt below and using specific, cited (page numbers) textual support.  The essay will be assessed as a test/writing grade.

PROMPT
Morally ambiguous characters – characters whose behavior discourages readers from identifying them as purely evil or purely good – are at the heart of many works of literature. 
Choose a morally ambiguous character that plays a pivotal role in The Picture of Dorian Gray, and write an essay in which you explain how that character can be viewed as morally ambiguous and why his or her moral ambiguity is significant to the work as a whole. Avoid mere plot summary.

PLAGIARISM WARNING: Using the ideas of others - whether they are found on the internet, in books, or in other student work - is plagiarism and will be graded accordingly (a zero). The essay will be assessed as a test/writing grade and the notes as a quiz grade.
