On the first day of school, ALL SOPHOMORES will write an open response on the following prompt. No books, notes or draft work will be permitted during the writing session. The Open Response will be graded using the Open Response Rubric (attached).

PROMPT: In literature as in life, characters often struggle through a difficult experience. Choose a character from your summer reading book, and write a well-developed open response describing how the character’s life is affected by this experience.  Use specific textual support as evidence.

Honors English 10 must also…
In addition to completing the assignment for all sophomores, Honors students must read To Kill a Mockingbird by Harper Lee, be prepared to discuss it in class, and complete both of the note-taking and writing requirements below:

1. NOTES (assessed as a quiz grade): Take quotes focusing on the four literary devices listed as well as one literary device of your own (a total of five literary devices).  Provide five examples of each of the five devices for a total of twenty-five examples.  Provide the page number as well as the exact words from the text.  Explain how your choice demonstrates the literary device selected.  Grading will be based on the number and quality of the example and in-depth and insightful explanation showing how the passage demonstrates that device.   THE NOTES MUST BE HANDWRITTEN. 

These literary devices are mandatory:
0. Character development (ie: the growth of Scout as a character)
0. Suspense (how suspense is used within the novel)
0. Conflict (the conflicts the main character faces)
0. Symbolism (for example, the mockingbird. Also consider events, characters, setting, etc.)
0. One literary device of your choosing

ESSAY (assessed as a test/writing grade): Type your essay using double-spaced, size 12, Times New Roman font, to answer the following prompt using specific, cited textual support: Social prejudice, gender prejudice, and racial prejudice – each of these evils leads to the injustice described in Harper Lee’s novel To Kill a Mockingbird. In a well-developed composition, identify one of the three different types of prejudice in this novel and explain how this prejudice has an impact on the characters and the story as a whole.

[bookmark: _GoBack]PLAGIARISM WARNING: Using the ideas of others - whether they are found on the internet, in books, or in other student work - is plagiarism and will be graded accordingly (a zero). The essay will be assessed as a test/writing grade and the notes as a quiz grade.
